Recommendations for non-governmental organisations

The Global Study is a collective effort of 67 partners from across the world and sectors that brings together the largest
bank of information ever compiled on the sexual exploitation of children in travel and tourism. NGOs can play a key
role by monitoring SECTT and bridging gaps left by national governments in the areas described below.

e Expose companies that advertise commercial sex with minors with a particular focus on online advertisement

e Raise public awareness about SECTT and the role citizens, including children can play in its prevention

e |dentify and document best practice models in SECTT prevention and care

e Provide high-quality recovery and rehabilitation services for SECTT victims where governments do not provide
such services

e Build partnerships and capacity within the tourism industry to recognise and address incidents of SECTT

e Develop codes of conduct and child protection policies for (national and international) employees and volunteers
who come into contact with children and ensure police clearances

e Undertake more research on SECTT to inform policy and action
